2. Period of Performance: Amtrak will issue a Notice to Proceed (“NTP”) upon Amtrak’s
receipt of the Submittals set forth in Section 10 hereof. Contractor will not perform any work
until after receipt of the NTP. Contractor shall commence work within () calendar

days from the date of the NTP and shall complete the work and deliver the Equipment within
() calendar days from the date of the NTP based on the Delivery Schedule.

5. Liguidated Damages: The parties agree that Amtrak will be damaged in the event that
the Equipment is not delivered on time and that the extent of such damage is difficult to
ascertain. Accordingly, the parties agree to establish liquidated damages in advance for late
delivery of the Equipment. Contractor shall pay liquidated damages to Amtrak in the amount set
forth in Section xx of the General Provisions.

In the event Contractor
delays in furnishing the required Submittals which causes a delay in issuance of the NTP, the
time to complete the work specified herein may be reduced to reflect such delay.

11. Notices: Any notice, request or other communication to either party by the other as
provided for in this Contract shall be given in writing, and sent by: (a) hand-delivery, (b) first
class United States mail, return receipt requested, or (c) overnight delivery service, and shall be
deemed given upon actual receipt by the addressee.
